AMENDMENT IN MONEY ORGER FROMS [(M.O-8, M.O-51 (REVISED) AND UMO-1 

(a)] 

 

   As the PPOD is providing domestic money transmission money transmission 

services under brand manes of Ordinary Money Order, Urgent Money Order, & Electronic Money 

Order (IFS) and compliance with FATF requirements is mandatory for such services. To exercise 

“Due Diligence”, Money Order forms need revision because existing money order form does not 

have all the relevant fields to record complete information of sender and recipients as required for 

due diligence.  

 

2.    In order to make the money remittance services compliant with FATF conditions, 

the Director General has been please to approve the insertion of following additional fields/ 

amendments in money order forms i.e M.O-8, M.O-51 (Revised) and UMO-1(a):- 

 

(i) CNIC numbers of sender and recipient 

(ii) Relationship between sender and recipient 

(iii) Source of income of sender 

(iv) Purpose of money transfer 

 

3.    Furthermore, on the reverse of M.O -8 Form, the existing value i.e. 4000, 6000, 

8000, 10000 shall be substituted with 5000, 10000, 15000, 20000 respectively. 

 

4.   The amended specimen of the aforementioned forms is enclosed (Annex-A,B,C) All 

Postmasters General shall ensure printing of above forms immediately and supplied to all post 

office, Soon after supply of new money order forms, the sale/use of old money order forms will be 

stopped forthwith. Necessary instructions shall be issued to all post offices to ensure filling of all 

requisite information at the time of booking of money orders as provided in the forms.
